The Garrison City Council held a special meeting on Thursday December 18, 2025, at 9:00 am in the city council room.  Present:  Mayor Stuart Merry, Shannon Jeffers, David Reinarts, and Billee Jo Iglehart.  Absent:  Bree Stumvoll, Britteny Gilbert and Otto Kinn.  Others present:  Greg Boucher in person, Kent Ritterman, Jesse Berg from Moore Engineering; Steve Seidler from Garrison Rural Water; Tucker Toelke, Brian King and Mike Crawford from Michels; Jarrett Hillius and Ryan Ward from HDR.
Moore Engineering mentioned new installing new caisson which will save money and help with permitting.  The sizing of the pipe will allow for 915 gallons per minute.  The assumed length will be 1850 feet fairly close to the same length as the existing pipe.  The new screen on the pipe will be at the elevation of 1771.  The city council has agreed to the new steel caisson pipe and want to keep the old system in place along with the pumps.  Greg asked is there will be any way to flush the new line?  
The building for all the equipment will be 28 feet by 27 feet.  The city council wants all the equipment set up, even in the chemical room.  
Michels are comfortable with two borings.  Three borings will lower their risk.  Three borings will be conducted on land and three borings in the water were agreed upon.
Jesse informed the group that after all the environmental reports are signed they can be sent in for approval.  Once approved then the borings can be done on land.  The borings in the water will wait till spring.  Jesse will be meeting with the State Park tomorrow.  The work could possibility run 24/7 for two weeks.  Jesse and Michels will coordinate times with the State Park.
Our FEMA schedule will end in January 2027.
Kent mentioned the design of the caisson has not been determined and he will check to see if it is legal for Michels to do the design.  The city council directed Kent to delegate the design of the caisson.  
The city council meeting adjourned at 10:05 am.
